2. Remove the level screw and see if oil flows out. If no oil
    comes out, fill oil through the drain screw hole until the
    oil starts to flow out through the level screw hole.
   If there is water in the oil, the water will flow out first
    when the drain screw is removed, or the oil will be a
    milky color. Consult with an authorized Honda outboard
    motor dealer.
3. Install and tighten the drain screw and level screw
    securely.
